- The total electrical capacity of your production plant, in MW
- The annual hydrogen production capacity, in tonnes

If applicable, you can indicate capacities using both units.

BarMar, for exports from Spain to France; and Obergailbach-Medelsheim, for exports
from France to Germany. National exit points (Spain and France) should be booked
when the producer or trader wishes to book exit capacity in the selected country, to

supply hydrogen to a domestic customer.
